As I announced last Sunday, I have accepted a position as Assistant Professor of Min-
istry with the Harding University Graduate School of Religion in Memphis, TN.  This 
position begins with the Fall 2010 semester, so our plans at the moment are to make 
the move to Memphis in Mid-June. We wanted to keep our church family informed of 
this transition and to quiet some of the inaccurate rumors and gossip floating around.

I hold two degrees from HUGSR and have experienced first-hand the environment, 
benefit of scholarship, and spiritual leadership for ministry.  Being able to work with 
the men and women who will influence others -- as well as working with churches 
and church leaders from around the world -- is thrilling.  
 

But, the opportunity to teach and train church leaders at the graduate level is only 
part of the thrill of this move.  This will allow our family to remain physically close 
(Rob will be in Nashville and Ana will be attending HUGSR) and puts us in much closer
